Community-based preparedness is a very important facet of disaster preparedness. At the time of disaster it is the local people who are available for one another for help. They are the victims as well as helpers to cope up with the disasters. Within the 24 hrs of disaster local community and local NGOs need to get themselves organized, manage and call for outside help. Therefore, local community is the core of any disaster response and recovery.  It is essential that community people prepare themselves to prevent, mitigate and cope up with disaster.   

A local community can help identify risks to their lives, can take steps to reduce the risks, has the capacity to mitigate the risk, has the capacity to adapt to the risk and can plan for action during disaster. These factors make l9ocal stakeholders very important for disaster preparedness. Having local disaster respondents is also helpful to the main disaster management agencies to reduce the disaster effect. Thus, community-based disaster preparedness is a must.
