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FLOODS:- 
Do’s 

1. Move to safer places or high land with dry food, baby food and potable     water. 

2. Valuable articles and documents to be concealed with Polythene to be tied to a high roof on safe place.

3. Unchain domestic animals and pets.

4. Listen to radio to get up-to-datse news.

5. Turn off all electric system and equipments.

6. Boil the drinking water.

7. Avoid eating and drinking open and infected food.

8. Keep surrounding clean and hygienic.

Don’ts

1. Do not venture out of shelter. Do not take stale food. 

2. Do not contaminate water with chemicals.

3. Do not drink the flowing water at any cost.

4. Do not walk or drive through floodwaters.

5. Upon re-entering your property, do not use matches, cigarette, lighters or other open flames since gas may be trapped inside.

TSUNAMI:-

Do’s

1. Evacuate immediately after the information received.

2. Follow the instructions of the authorities.

3. Move to higher ground.

4. Return home only after local officials tell you that it is safe.

5. Stay out of damaged areas and buildings until told that it is safe to enter.

6. Turn off utilities.

Don’ts

1. Do not enter the house without precautions and use a stick to poke through Debris.

2. Do not go near fallen power lines or broken utility lines and immediately report those to the authorities. 
3. Do not keep the house closed. 
4. Do not tie up animals. 
DROUGHT:-

Do’s

1. Reduce, reuse and recycle water for domestic use and agriculture.

2. Implement water conservation and water harvesting measures.

3. Repair leaking taps ,tanks ,pipes, etc

Don’ts

1. Avoid wastage of water for domestic use, industrial use and agriculture

2. Avoid using water intensive devices like flush toilets, sprinklers, bath tubs, etc

Earth quake

Dos

1. Get out of kitchen and move to safe places like hall, in corners, in archways. 

2. Take cover under heavy table, dusk or solid furniture that you can get under and hold onto. 

3. Protect your head.

4. If you are outside stay away from the building, trees, streetlights, power lines and flyovers. 

5. If travelling in a vehicle or driving yourself stop vehicle at a clear location. Stay in the vehicle with the seat belt fastened. 

6. If you are in a costal area, move to higher grounds because earthquake can generate tsunami.

7. If you are in a mountain area, be alert for falling rocks and other debris and be alert of landslides.

8. Avoid keeping plants in pots on terrace walls. 

9. Tune into T.V and radio news channels for emergency information and instructions.

10. If damage is found to the building, get every one out of the house.

Don’ts

1. Do not enter into the house immediately 

2. Do not cook anything immediately after the earthquake.

3. Do not switch on or off any power plug, gas cylinder etc

4. Do not go closer to bridges, flyovers, sheds during the shake.

5. Do not drink well or tube well water after the earthquake until it is tested scientifically.

6. Do not spread rumours. 

Cyclone

Dos

1. Be sure trees and shrubs around your home are well trimmed.

2. Clear loose and clogged rainwater gutters.

3. Close all interior doors secure and brace external doors.

4. Keep curtains and blinds closed.

5. Take refuge in small interior room on the lowest level.

6. Lie on the floor under a table or besides a sturdy object.

7. Listen to radio or T.V information.

8. Turn off the gas cylinder 

9. Do not move outside during cyclone.

10. Strong winds can break windows and doors. So keep them secured

Don’ts 

1. Avoid using a mobile phone since the signal may attract thunderbolt and cause serious injury or death. 

2. Do not go out if there is a no wind immediately after a cyclone, because, storm winds will pick up again.

3. Do not go near windows and glass doors.

STAMPEDE:-

Do’s

1. Stay at the edge of the crowd and avoid the middle.

2. Avoid special days of worship if planned to visit a religious place .If you need to visit, you should go early in the morning and leave before midday.

3. If you feel uncomfortable, physically pushed from sides or suffocated in the crowd, just leave the place immediately.

4. Be courteous to others.

5. Always follow rules and instructions.

Don’ts

1. Do not enter and go near a building that has been damaged by an explosion, fire or smoke.

2. Try to move away from the scene of any accident.

3. Do not get in to a rush and avoid dense crowd.

4. Do not rush and make sure that every one is still with you. 

HOUSE HOLD ACCIDENTS:-

Do’s

1. Always keep valuables in lockers.

2. Electric wires and connections should be supervised at regular intervals to avoid short circuit.

3. Eliminate top heavy or over loaded bookcases. If you have a bookcase that needs to hold a lot, then fasten the bookcase to the wall.

4. Open only one drawer of a dresser at a time to keep it balanced. Do not let children use the drawers as steps.

5. Light all areas of the house well, especially stairs, halls and any areas with steps. Add non-slip treads to stair steps and add a handrail.

6. Put night-lights in bedrooms, bathrooms, hallways, and on stairs.

7. Lock up household chemicals, cleaners, and medications. Put away all medications safely.

8. Always read and follow all label directions on fire works. Buy from reliable sellers. Stay away from illegal explosives.

9. Never use fire works inside or under a covered area. Always use them outdoors.

10. Have a full bucket of water handy for any emergency and douse used sparklers.

11. Dispose off fire works properly by soaking them in water and then dispose them off in your trash can.

Don’ts

1. Do not store household chemicals, cleaners, or other non-consumable products in containers meant for consumables. Children may be fooled and try the contents.

2. Do not put the gas cylinder in water, if you smell gas. Better, call person from gas dealer to check the leakage.

3. Remove toys and clutter away from doors. Keep stairs clear.

4. Avoid cleaning supplies that leave a slippery residue on floors or tubs.

5. Do not leave a child unattended near a well or pond. 

6. Never experiment or make your own fire works. 

7. Never carry fire works in your pocket.

8. Never ignite fire works in metal or glass containers.

TRANSPORT DISASTER:-

Do’s

1. Drive only when you are competent enough and possess a valid licence.

2. The best way to be safe on the road is to follow lane discipline while driving,

3. Be familiar with all the sign boards ,road symbols, etc and honour them,

4. Be careful while driving in the rainy season, driving uphill and driving during night,

5. Drive your vehicle at the speed recommended by the manufacturer,

6. If you are a pedestrian use the zebra crossing for crossing roads,

7. Use a helmet while riding two-wheeler.

8. Always maintain your vehicle in good condition.

9. In case an accident is unavoidable, avoid a head-on collision.

10. Be familiar with road markings.

Don’ts

1. Do not rush the vehicles on bad roads.

2. Do not accelerate and decelerate suddenly.

3. Do not use a harsh horn.

4. Do not exceed the speed limit in any condition.

5. Do not use curtains, dark tinted glasses and stickers on windscreen and window, as they inhibit visibility.

6. Do not carry more passengers than prescribed by the manufacturer.

7. Do not use mobile phones while driving.

8. In case of fire, try to get out immediately and do not worry about the baggage.

9. Do not drive after consuming alcohol.
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
